The primary purpose of this service is to assist the local authority to 
fulfil its statutory function to support high standards in the planning, 
management and provision of education within the county.  The 
service also includes a team of Athrawon Bro who provide Welsh 
language teaching and training in schools and the peripatetic music 
service which provides instrumental tuition.   
A team of basic skills officers and tutors deliver and support varied 
and relevant adult basic skills, information technology and family 
support programmes.  In addition there is a developing provision of 
relevant programmes for “English for Speakers of Other Languages” 
(ESOL).
