The service

The Youth Offending and Prevention Service comprises of a multi agency
team drawn from social services, probation, education, health, police and
voluntary sector. It has three major strands to its work namely: prevention
and early intervention; remand management and court work; assessment,
planning interventions and supervision. The service seeks to prevent children
and young people from entering the Criminal Justice System and engage
children and young people in activities and interventions with the aim of
preventing offending.

In addition the team provides a service to the youth courts within
Carmarthenshire. Finally long term support is provided for young people
through planned interventions to address the risk of future offending and
effective supervision.
